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EP88 

Woolly Bully Afghan or Shawl

Materials:
3 200g skeins Estelle Woolly Bully 
15mm needles 

Finished measurements:  approximately 30” x 40” without fringe 

Gauge:  gauge is not critical for this project 

Fringe:
Cut 72 16” lengths of Woolly Bully to be used for the fringe. 

Afghan:
Loosely cast on 50 stitches. 

Row 1:  With yarn in front, slip the first stitch as if to purl.  Take the 
yarn to the back and knit to the end of the row. 

Repeat row 1 until afghan measures approximately 40” or desired 
length.  Cast off loosely. 

Using 3 pieces of fringe at a time, attach fringe, spacing evenly across 
the short edges of the afghan.  (12 fringes total per edge) 
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
